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It has become more and more obvious that reverberation time does not on its own express the subjective experience of classrooms. It has also been recognized that calculated reverberation time in most cases is too short, compared to what will be measured.
In order to make a systematic check of room acoustics in classrooms, a detailed and comprehensive study of about 20 classrooms has been performed. These classrooms were situated in Denmark, Germany, Norway and Sweden. 

Big efforts were put on setting up a measurement protocol, with established and well recognized content. Details about the test procedures will be given in this paper. As an example all the measurements have been performed by two operators only and to a great extend with the same test equipment.
Except a lot of physical parameters measured, recordings of male and female speakers in English and Swedish have been performed. A small, subjective evaluation sheet has also been filled in.
In each classroom measurement has been performed with at least two different acoustic ceiling solutions, with and without furniture. The empty room, without furniture and acoustic ceiling, has also been measured. In some classrooms additional tests have been made with some wall absorber solutions.
